Minimum grade for U16yrs 7t Mon/ 4" Kyu (Orange Belt), maximum grade 15 Mon/ 2" Kyu (Blue Belt).

Competitors must bring their valid judo membership card to registration along with their record book which
shows they meet the age and grade requirements.

Please note weight-in times may be modified to minimise time between weigh-in and competing. In the
event of a change all entrants will be notified a week before the event.

EVENT FORMAT:

Top 4 placed competitors will receive a medal.

The method of elimination for this event will be compound knockout with double repechage for 8
competitors or more, 7 competitors or less will be pools. Contest durations will be 3 minutes for all groups.

Dependent on the entry some groups may be merged, this will be at the discretion of the tournament
director and club coaches.

CONTEST RULES:

Current BJA rules will be in operation. BJA Technical Restrictions will apply in groups 1 and 3.

JUDOGI RULES:

Competitors must wear a white judogi (blue judogi not permitted).
Girls must wear a plain white crew neck t-shirt/ rash guard, boys may opt to.
